After the 
Pastor’s visit to 
Kenya in 2006 we 
were able to 
confirm to others 
the membership of 
these Africans in 
the Church of 
God. As news 
spread others 
joined us in 
supplying the 
needs of our 
Kenya brethren. 
Our first 
priority was to 
provide Bibles to 
those families 
who could only 
listen to God’s 

We were joined in 
serving God’s 
people in Kenya by 
our American 
brethren who 
support Shelter 
Ministries. They 
sent funds to 
establish a church 
at Narok, about 
half way between 
Kilgoris and 
Nairobi. Several  
churches still 
meet under trees 
because they have 
no building, but 
then, they are not 
alone in this for 
we ourselves rent 
a room, and have 
no building, as a 
church is 
comprised of God’s 
people, not an 
elaborate edifice.  

The bibles have been in a variety of 
languages – the local ones, Kiswahili 
and English.

Many of the young pastors 
walk a long way from 
their homes to reach the 
church they serve. This 
can take many hours of 
travel through the bush 
even with short cuts. The 
roads in Kenya are very 
rugged indeed ! Pastor 
Julius has been greatly 
helped by the donation of 
a motor cycle  from our 
American bethren – 
enabling him to travel 
more quickly between the 
nine churches he pastors.  



 
 
 
 

 

While I was with Pastor Julius he explained his  hope that one day the 
church could establish an office in his local town of Kilgoris. This 
office would have computer equipment and save him a  day’s journey to 
Kisii to send emails. The equipment would be made a vailable to locals 
which would then self - fund the office at the same  time as providing 
the church with an opportunity to reach its patrons  with the gospel. The 
North West Church of God felt this would be a great  service to God’s 
work in Kenya and sent funds to establish the offic e. 
Others in America have said they too would like to help complete this 
project. Pastor Julius can now more easily link tog ether God’s work in 
Kenya. 
Other church groups in Kenya have contacted us thro ugh this web site, 
all expressing their desire to learn about God’s wa y of life and the 
Kingdom of God. Although other churches in African nations have 
contacted us, these are few, and it seems God has c hosen Kenya for some 
reason. 
It is interesting to learn that the Massai people s peak a Cushite 
language and have a tradition of circumcision. It i s known that they 
arrived in Kenya down the rift valley from Ethiopia  – the same rift 
valley in which we find the River Jordan, the Dead Sea and the Araba. 
Ethiopia is the nation whose queen [ of Seba or She ba ] visited Solomon, 
from whom it is claimed, the whole dynasty of Ethio pian kings descended. 
Certainly those ancient Ethiopians had a connection  with the true 
religion, as we read in Acts 8:27.  “And he arose a nd went: and behold, 
a man of Ethiopia, an eunuch of great authority und er Candace queen of 
the Ethiopians, who had the charge of all her treas ure, and had come to 
Jerusalem for to worship.”   
Even today a copy of the lost Ark of God is preserv ed in a church in 
Ethiopia.
